Abstract from the first answer of Sensei about spiritual help to people

Once upon a time two twin-brothers were born in a settlement. Though the difference in the time of birth was only several minutes, during the whole further life the first-born boy considered himself the elder and the smarter brother. When the brothers grew up, it happened that a wanderer was passing through their settlement and stayed overnight in their house. He turned to be a spiritual and wise man. At that time the people of that settlement were at war with the neighboring people. That war had already brought much sorrow to people. But nobody knew how to avoid war and death. And the brothers asked the Wise Man for advice.

Upon listening to them, spiritual man told them common truth about the essence of life and death. He told them what was going on in the world of people, narrated about the dual nature of people. He described what kept a man chained up with ignorance and how he could free himself from those chains. He told how to find one's right way, save one's soul and reach what was beyond the bounds of life and death. And in the end he said, "One can become free from death only after he learns the Truth. The Truth belongs to the inner value. The Way to the Truth belongs to the outer value. And only after you pass this Way to the end you will learn the Truth and become free from death."
